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Assembly:

Drilling Template (845537)

For Dust Collectors purchased before
September 2003:

You must mark the center point and drill the
mounting clip holes for the filter support in
the left leg of your Dust Collector.

NOTE

The screws supplied are self-drilling and
drill their own pilot hole for the threads.
Drilling separate pilot holes are not required.
Follow steps 1-7 below then skip to the sec-
tion called Installing the New Filter Hood.

1. Cut out template; fold on the dashed lines
and tape it to the Left Leg. Refer to Figure
1 for placement.

NOTE

The screws supplied are Self-Drilling. If you
do not have a #2 Phillips power driver tip for
your hand drill and can not use the screws
self-drilling feature, you must drill 9/64" pi-
lot holes.

4. Place one screw through a hole in a mount-
ing clip. Position the screw tip at a center
punch location. Engage the driver-tip in
the screw recess, as shown in Figure 3.

2. Center punch at the intersection of the
centerlines marked as clip mounting screw
locations then remove the template from
the leg. See Figure 2.

5. Start the drill and increase the speed gradu-
ally. As the screw tip cuts through the
metal leg, release the trigger of the drill.
The momentum of the drill will run the
threads into the metal leg.

Start driving the screw at slow speed. In-
crease the drill speed gradually. Do not
over speed the drill. Too much speed will
strip the hole in the leg as the screw cuts
through the leg.

6. Repeat steps 2 through 5 for the second
screw in this mounting clip and the two
screws in the second mounting clip. See
Figure 4.

3. Mount the #2 Phillips power-driver tip in
the electric hand drill chuck.
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7. Loosen the four mounting clip screws
enough to slide the straight end of the
filter support between the leg and the two
mounting clips. DO NOT slide the filter
support in the mounting clips yet.

For Dust Collectors purchased after
September 2003:

The left leg of your Dust Collector comes
predrilled for the mounting clips to hold the
filter support. Follow the steps below to in-
stall the mounting clips and filter support.

1. Place one screw through a hole in a mount-
ing clip. Position the screw tip at a mount-
ing clip hole in the left leg of your Dust
Collector. See Figure 5.

2. Engage the driver-tip in the screw recess.
Start the drill and increase the speed gradu-
ally. As the screw tip slips through the
metal leg. The drill will run the threads
into the metal leg.

Start driving the screw at slow speed. In-
crease the drill speed gradually. Do not
over speed the drill. Too much speed will
strip the hole in the leg as the screw tight-
ens.

3. Repeat steps 1 and 2 for the second screw
in this mounting clip and the two screws in
the second mounting clip. See Figure 6.

4. Loosen the four mounting clip screws
enough to slide the straight end of the
filter support between the leg and the two
mounting clips but do not slide the filter
support in the mounting clips yet.

Installing the New Filter Hood:

The strap from your standard filter will hold
your new filter in place. Follow the steps
below to install the strap in your new filter.

1. Remove the filter from your Dust Collec-
tor and loosen the strap screw to disen-
gage the two strap ends, as shown in Fig-
ure 7. Slide strap from your old filter.

2. Slide this strap through the opening in the
bottom hem of your new filter. Slide the
strap inside the hem until the end comes
through the second slit. See Figure 8.

3. Engage both ends of the strap, as shown in
Figure 9, but do not tighten completely.

4. Place the filter hem over the Dust Collec-
tor tub and position the Shopsmith Logo
over the 3-way inlet  of your Dust Collec-
tor and tighten the filter strap, as shown in
Figure 10.

5. Swing the hook end of the filter support
over the fliter loop, hook the filter loop on
the filter support. See Figure 11.

6. With #2 Phillips screwdriver in hand, Raise
the filter until it is filly extended. Tighten
the four clip mounting screws to hold the
filter in place. See Figure 12.

Cleaning the Filter Hood

Refer to the Dust Collector Owners Manual.

NOTE

Because the dust-cake on this filter hood also
filters fine dust particles, this filter hood
may never need to be cleaned as described in
your Dust Collector Owners Manual. If you
choose to launder this filter, be advised it
will not filter the finest of particles until a
dust-cake builds up on the inside.
